1. These Regulations specify obligations of participants of the “.....” event, hereinafter referred to as the event, as well as consequences resulting from failure to comply with these obligations.
2. Only adults with valid identity document (student card, ID card, driving license) may take part in the event.
3. Participation in the event is tantamount to the acceptance of the terms of the Regulations available at the organizer. A person interested in taking part in the event is obliged to read the Regulations.
4. Participation in the event is free of charge/chargeable*.
5. Participants of the event are prohibited from: 
a) smoking tobacco products and other products that may cause the smoke;
b) bringing in items that are generally considered dangerous;
c) bringing in alcohol; 
d) drinking beverages with an alcohol content exceeding 3.5%;
e) bringing in and using intoxicants;
f) behaving in a way that poses a threat to health and safety of themselves or to other participants; 
g) behaving indecently, including violating the good name of the University and its community.
6. The event participant is obliged to:
a) dutifully follow all orders of the organizer; 
b) inform the organizer or policing service about fire, threat to human life, health, or property;
c) cover the costs for property damage caused by the participant.
7. The organizer is not responsible for:
a) the participant’s property;
b) the effects and consequences of the participant’s actions resulting from non-compliance with the Regulations and the instructions of the organizers and services in charge of security and order.
8. The organizer does not provide the participant with any form of insurance.
9. Individuals listed below will be kept out:
a) individuals who are intoxicated or under the influence of intoxicants;
b) individuals who do not have identity documents on them;
c) individuals who refuse to show their ID.
10. The organizer is entitled:
a) not to let in the participant who had violated the Regulations before the event started; 
b) to turn out the participant from the event if they failed to comply with the Regulations; 
c) to inform the home university or the participant’s school about their reprehensible behaviour; 
d) to call the police or emergency services if there is a threat to the event participant’s health or life, or a risk of property devastation. 
11. During the event, only the organizer is allowed to settle all disputes and make decisions.
